AN ACT to anend the civil service law, in relation to prohibiting public
enpl oyers from retaliating agai nst enpl oyees for absences related to
Covl b- 19

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. The civil service |law is amended by addi ng a new section
159-c to read as foll ows:

8 159-c. Prohibition of retaliation for use of sick |eave due to
COVID-19; public enployers. A public enployer shall not disniss or take
other disciplinary or other adverse personnel action against a public
enpl oyee regarding the enpl oyee's enploynent, including designating the
enpl oyee as chronically absent, because the enployee uses sick | eave or
conpensatory tine to quarantine, conval esce, seek nedical treatnent, or
engage in other activities related to a COVID- 19 di agnosi s or contact.

8§ 2. This act shall take effect inmediately and shall be deened to
have been in full force and effect on and after March 1, 2020.
